Marker provides Module Convenor (MC) with student assessment and evidence of
sources for suspected cases, highlighting and cross-referencing all instances for easy
reference. where approopriate. and discusses with MC.
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If the MC agrees there is a concern the MC, Marker or another member of faculty may contact
the student to arrange a live video/audio call to discuss the concern. (See guidance for conducting
video discussion).

MC provides Investigating Officer (I0) (of School that owns the module) with Evidence
File including Academic Misconduct coversheet and report on live discussion, if held.
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10 reviews case (requesting more information from MC if necessary) and makes determination
of No Case or Major Case. See Flowchart 1.
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o If the case relates to collusion in an exam and the other student/s do not accept, all
students will need to go to Panel.
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
